SOME WAYS YOU CAN HELP:
· Ensure your child gets a good night sleep,
· Provide a snack right at the end of the school day,
· Ask them what they learned at school,
· Help them attend regularly; and
· Listen to how they are feeling – are they frustrated?  Give them a hug and say you understand and that you know they will learn ………and that it will get better.  

MORE WAYS YOU CAN HELP IF YOU ARE A …….. SPEAKER YOURSELF:
· Speak your language at home on a regular basis,
· Engage your child in your language during household activities such as dinner time,
· Remember to speak slowly; and 
· Meet with the teacher to find out what the simple phrases or sentences are used for classroom routines and use the same phrases at home. 

IF YOU ARE A NON-SPEAKER AND JUST STARTING TO LEARN YOUR LANGUAGE:
· Ask your child to teach you what ……. phrases they learned at school 
· Practice those things together in ……..,
· Encourage your child to act as your teacher,
· Be curious and excited with your child,
